The candidates are clarified that:-

1. The applicants desirous to get exemption from qualifying the NET/SLET/SET etc.

and have submitted the certificate that they have been awarded M.Phil / Ph.D.

degree in accordance with the U.G.C. Minimum standard and Procedure Regulation,

2009 should have completed a one semester (six month duration) courses work and

carried out research work for minimum period of two years after completion of the

course work as required in the regulation. They will be required to submit

documentary evidence for the same failing which their candidature may be

cancelled at any time.

2. Those applicants who seek exemption from the award of M.Phil / Ph.D. degree in

accordance with the U.G.C. minimum standard and Procedure Regulation, 2009 on

the basis of five points mentioned in advertisement para 2 (ii) a to c must submit the

certificate issued by the Vice Chancellor/ Pro Vice Chancellor/ Dean of the

University.

The candidates may also submit the documents required so as to reach the office of

the Pro-Vice-Chancellor latest by 06.02.2019

3. Those candidates whose cases were kept pending during scrutiny will be declared

ineligible if they fail to submit the proper required documents within the prescribed

time limit.
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The list published is provisional. The final list of candidates eligible for

interview and the schedule of interview will be published in the second week of

February, 2019 and the interview is likely to commence from the 12th February,

2019. No separate information will be sent to the candidate.

The result of scrutiny of the remaining subject will be published in the first

week of February.
